Background:  The following items are presented for your consideration and general consent:
1. Minutes: The minutes from the August 4, 2009 regular session and the August 18, 2009 work session.
2. Field Trips:

a. The chorus teacher at Shawsville Middle School (SMS) requests permission for students to travel to Pigeon Forge, Tennessee, on May 8, 2010.  Students will travel via charter bus.  No accommodations are needed.  The cost per student is $91.
b. The scholastic bowl sponsor at Eastern Montgomery High School (EMHS) requests permission for students to travel to Concord, North Carolina, on October 24, 2009.  Students will travel via county car. No accommodations are needed.  The cost per student is $15-$20.

c. The forensics sponsor at Blacksburg High School (BHS) requests permission for students to travel to St. Joseph’s University in Pennsylvania on November 20-22, 2009.  Students will travel via charter bus.  Accommodations will be provided by a tournament hotel.  The cost per student is $250.

d. The art/photography teachers at BHS request permission for students to travel to Washington, D. C., on October 20, 2009.  Students will travel via charter bus.  No accommodations are needed.  The cost per student is $50.

e. The fourth grade teacher at Gilbert Linkous Elementary School (GLES) requests permission for students to travel to the Exhibition Coal Mine in West Virginia on October 9, 2009.  Students will travel via school bus.  No accommodations are needed.  The cost per student is $10.
f. The eighth grade class sponsors at Auburn Middle School (AMS) request permission for students to travel to New York, New York, on May 27-30, 2010.  Students will travel via charter bus.  Accommodations will be provided by the Hilton Inn in Secaucus, New Jersey.  The cost per student is $515.

g. The Future Farmers of America (FFA) sponsor at BHS requests permission for students to travel to Indianapolis, Indiana, on October 20-24, 2009.  Students will travel via county car.  Accommodations will be provided by a hotel designated by the state chapter of FFA.

3. Grants: 
a. Trout in the Classroom at Belview Elementary School (BES): Approval of a grant to raise trout eggs then release them under the guidance of the Virginia Department of Game and Inland Fisheries.  (See attached background sheet).
b. Community Foundation of the New River Valley, Fall 2009 Grant Cycle: 

(1.) One School, One Book, at Auburn Elementary School (AES): Approval of a grant for funding to purchase books for a month-long school-wide reading project at AES (See attached background sheet).

(2.) Science Education for MCPS Preschoolers, MCPS Preschool Classes: Approval of a grant to foster an interest in science among 180 students in ten MCPS preschool classes by providing access to four in-class programs from the Science Museum of Western Virginia, as well as a field trip to the Science Museum in Roanoke.  (See attached background sheet).

(3.) What’s on Stage? at Harding Avenue Elementary School (HAES): Approval of a grant for continuation funding for an HAES after-school program that exposes at-risk third through fifth grade students to cultural events while expanding language arts and technology skills.  (See attached background sheet).

(4.) Honeybee Gardens at GLES: Approval of a grant to provide funding for materials to use in teaching students about the importance of honeybees.  (See attached background sheet).

c. Sixth Grade Morning Book Club: Approval of a grant to promote the development of literacy and social skills among SMS sixth-graders through participation in a before-school book club where students share age-appropriate literature in a relaxed environment.  (See attached background sheet).

d. Belview Gardening Project: Approval of a grant to provide BES students with opportunities to develop an interest in gardening and environmental issues while growing food for families in need.  (See attached background sheet).
